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KHOI Music Programmer AGREEMENT
PROGRAMMER AGREEMENT

· Every programmer must sign this agreement in order to maintain status as an active programmer who is able to be on the air. 

· You will never use the following words which the FCC has explicitly forbidden: shit, piss, fuck, cunt, cocksucker, motherfucker, and tits.  
· Programmers are required to demonstrate that you have read and understand the severity of the FCC rules by taking the test below and signing your name at the bottom.
· By signing this agreement, the programmer acknowledges that they have been trained to use the broadcast studio.

· By signing this agreement, the programmer agrees to follow the rules and regulations of KHOI, as well as procedures associated with airing programs, as outlined in the KHOI training manual.

· Please answer the following questions, all can be found in the Programmers Handbook. 

QUESTIONS

1. If a song is played during your program that contains the word 'ass', is that is a direct violation of FCC regulations? Yes or No

2. There is a local election coming up, you would like to urge the listeners to go and vote and support a particular candidate, is this allowed on air? Yes or No

3. There is a local election coming up, you would like to urge the listeners to go and vote; is this allowed on air? Yes or No

4. There is an upcoming show from  band at DG's Taphouse in Ames, IA.  You would like to promote the event to your listeners.  Is OK to announce the date, time? Yes or No? Entry fee? Yes or No

5. Is the following statement allowed on air; “That was Peace, Love & Stuff. Their new album comes out next Tuesday and you should go buy it at The Vinyl Cafe in Ames.” Yes or No

6. There is an event at The Space For Ames and KHOI is a co-sponsor for the event.  The proceeds of the event go to the building of KHOIs studio.  Are you allowed to promote the event on air? Yes or No

7. Is the following statement allowed on air; “That was Leslie Hall. I saw her last week at Vaudeville Mews and she was awesome.” Yes or No

8. Write a legal station ID. When must you make a legal station ID?

9. There is a fundraiser for the station at the KHOI studios this coming Friday, are you allowed to promote that event on the air? Yes or No

10. Is the following statement allowed on air; “To all of you local bands out there, please send me your music, I'd love to play it on the air!” Yes or No

11. A local musician meets you in a store and tells you they have a new CD they would like to give you since you are a DJ at KHOI. Give an example of what to reply.

12. You're a local DJ playing at a venue this coming weekend; how would you let listeners know about this during your show (describe words you will use)?

13. When you announce a free event on the air can you tell your audience it is free?

14. Should you announce fund raising ventures of other organizations on the air?

15. You are speaking with a political candidate on your show.  Can you say that you think they are the best candidate? Yes or No
